Class work Policy

CHS focuses on academic excellence.  All students will be expected to complete their work on time.  If the homework or assignment is not turned in on the expected date students may be given until the next school day to complete the assignment but may only receive 50% of points possible.  No assignment may be accepted after one day.  Students will receive a zero for the assignments missed.  This policy is designed to encourage students to complete and turn in their work on time.  After two “zeros” for failure to turn in work, teachers will notify parents of the student's unsatisfactory work.

Students are responsible for initiating and completing all class work to be made up when they are absent.  The deadline for make-up work shall be equal to and not exceed the time missed.  Tests, term papers, notebooks, etc., which have been announced prior to the absence are due on the day the student returns to school.

All students will be supplied with an Academic Planner to use as an aid in improving grades. Students will receive their planner at the beginning of the year at no cost to the student.  There will be a $5.00 cost to replace a lost/stolen planner.

General Information

Snow Routes: Cabool R-IV Schools will initiate snow routes for the 2010-2011 school year

·    Around December 1st, snow routes will be sent home with the students.  This will list pick-up times for the am route and drop off times in the pm route. This will also be provided on the website and the local newspaper.

·    Designated stops will be listed on these snow routes.

·   If no parent or guardian is present at the stop, the child will be brought back to school in the afternoon.

·    If the bus runs a snow route in the am; it will also run a snow route in the pm (no matter what the weather does during the day).

·   When the district decides to run snow routes; it will be displayed on the televisions stations stating “Snow routes only”.

Changes in Registration Information

Please inform the high school principal’s secretary of any change in residence, telephone number and emergency telephone numbers. This information is used for emergency contacts only.

Check out Procedures:

Under a recommendation from the school district’s legal representation; the check out procedures from school will change beginning with the 2010-2011 school year.  Students will no longer be allowed to check out of school by a phone call or with a note. This is to deter non-custodial parents and/or other people from inappropriately attempting to check out a student.  A parent or guardian will have to check the student out in person, (in some cases, identification could be requested by the office to verify identities).
Directory Information

Directory information is information contained in an education record that would not generally be considered harmful or an invasion of privacy if disclosed. Directory information may be prepared for mass release (school yearbook, school directory, etc.) unless parents indicate they do not wish the information to be disclosed.

The following items are designated as Directory Information:

* Student Name

* Grade Level

* Dates of Attendance

* Honors and Awards received

* Photographs (including photographs of regular school activities and video that does not disclose specific academic information about the child and/or would not be considered harmful or an invasion of privacy.

* Participation in officially recognized including audiovisual or photographic records openly visible activities thereof (e.g., artistic performances, sporting contests, assemblies, service projects, awards ceremonies, etc.)

Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA)

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) is a federal law that protects the confidentiality of a student’s educational records. It also requires schools receiving federal money to provide parents access to their child’s records and allows them to request modification of the child’s educational records. This right is also extended to students the age of 18 and older.

Permanent Record

The permanent record is the student’s school history. It contains grades, attendance, discipline, achievements, honors and awards. This is the basis for recommendations made to other schools, colleges, probable employers and the government.

Power School

Power School is the student information system used for all high school students.  This system allows parents’ and student’s access to current grades, account balances, attendance information, school daily bulletin and other vital information.

Parents will be given an identification code to access this information.  If a student’s account exceeds $20.00 power school parent and student access will be denied until the account balance is paid in full.

Graduation Requirements

A planned program of four years in grade nine or above is required for high school graduation.  Students must meet the minimum requirements listed below and complete 26 units for graduation during four years of attendance.  Students will take the required courses during the regular school year or in summer as credit recovery only.  Seniors will not be allowed to walk at graduation until all credits have been completed and all fees and fines have been paid.

MOVIP – Missouri Virtual Instruction Program

Missouri virtual instructional program was created through the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education.  Cabool students have access to this program to obtain lost credit or take a course that is not offered at CHS.  Cabool R-IV School District will not pay tuition for this program.  Upon completion of a course CHS will receive a transcript with the grade earned for the course work completed, which will be transferred to the student’s transcript.  Any senior taking a course required for graduation must complete the course 4 weeks prior to expected graduation date.  All credit earned through MOVIP will be treated as a transfer credit.

A.
No senior shall participate in the graduation exercises unless all attendance problems are resolved and credits have been meet. Tests and academic grades must be completed and approved by the principal and/or superintendent prior to the graduation exercises.   (Board Policy June, 1989)

B. 
All Independent Study and Summer School classes will be on Pass/Fail basis.  Core classes may be taken for credit recovery only during summer school.

C.
Seniors who have completed the prescribed course of studies with a grade average of 9.65 or more will graduate with honors and be awarded a gold tassel.  Seniors who have completed requirements with a grade average of 8.25 to 9.64 will graduate with distinction and will be awarded a white tassel.

D.
A student may substitute three (3) units of Secondary Vocational Agriculture courses for one (1) unit of biological science.  The three units must by selected from the following list of six specific courses:  Agricultural Science I (DESE Core Data course code 016710), Agricultural Science II (016760, Crop Science (016761), Greenhouse Operation and Management (016765), Animal Science (016711), Conservation of Natural Resources (016759).  

E. 
Three (3) units of social studies.  The Vocational Agriculture course in Agricultural Management and Economics (DESE Core Data course code 016730) will be accepted as a substitute for one (1) unit of economics for partial fulfillment of this requirement.  

F.
Summer school Conditioning or Physical Education classes may be counted toward the minimum physical education graduation requirement.

G.
Seniors must pay all fees and fines in full before they will be permitted to participate in graduation activities.


Honor Roll

Within the guidelines of the Federal Educational Rights and Privacy Act, the honor roll will be determined and published for each quarter of school and for each semester.  There will be an honor roll for students with 10.0 grade point and one for those with 8.25 to 9.99 grade point.  An "F" will automatically disqualify a student.  Any parent or student not wanting their name published in area news media must contact the school in writing prior to the end of each quarter.  

Medal Award

Students will receive academic medals for outstanding achievement in all classes.  Tests, projects and daily work will determine top students in each class.  These awards will be presented during an awards presentation at the end of the year.

Progress Reports

Progress reports are mailed home the fifth week of each quarter.  Teachers will issue progress reports on a standard form if the student is not performing at the level expected for his or her ability, or is doing exceptional work.  Progress reports are issued to all students performing at a grade level of "D" or below. 

Attendance Policy

The most important school record to many employers is the student’s attendance record.  Industrial research has revealed that poor school attendance carries over into the workplace as employee attendance problems.  It is believed that students must, therefore, be made aware of the importance of regular school attendance and punctuality.  In addition, absence from classes hinders the learning experience of the student.  Simply completing the missed assignments cannot make up learning that was missed.  It is further believed that ultimately, the responsibility for student attendance falls to the student and the custodial adult.

Loss of Credit-Attendance

A student may accrue eight (8) absences in any or all periods during the semester to be used for professional appointments, court appearances, funerals, illness, etc.  Any student who is absent more than eight times in a period during any one semester shall not receive credit for the course in which the excessive absence occurred.  

Clarifications regarding absences

1. There are no such things as “excused” or “unexcused” absences.  The student is either present or absent.

2. Illnesses that require the student to remain away from school for four (4) days or more under the direction and care of a physician will be considered “homebound” and will not count toward “excessive absences” for the student if appropriate medical excuses are supplied to the school. 

3. Homebound paper work must be completed by parents and submitted to the high school office.
4. Missing class for school-sponsored activities do not count as absences.

5. Two college visits for seniors coordinated through the Guidance Office will not count as “excessive absences” for the student.

6. Students are permitted to make up work missed for absences.
Attendance Procedures

When a student exceeds 8 absences per period in one semester; they shall not receive credit for the course in which the excessive absence occurred.
1. When the student has been absent five (5) times in any one period during any one semester, the high school office will notify the student/parent by mail regarding the absences and the seriousness of the situation.  A copy of that letter will be placed in the student’s file
2. When the student has been absent seven (7) times in any one period during any one semester, the high school office will notify the student/parent by mail regarding the absences and the seriousness of the situation.  A copy of that letter will be placed in the student’s file
3. When the student has been absent eight (8) times in any one period during any one semester, the high school office will notify the student/parent by mail regarding the absences and the seriousness of the situation.  A copy of that letter will be placed in the student’s file
4. The high school office personnel will notify the student when they have exceeded nine (9) absences per period per semester and lost credit. A copy of that letter will be placed in the student’s file.  A copy of that letter will be sent home.  When a student exceeds 8 absences per period in one semester; they shall not receive credit for the course in which the excessive absence occurred.  A student may make an appeal to the “Attendance Committee” to have excessive absences reviewed.  A letter of appeal shall be submitted in writing to the principal when a student exceeds eight absences or two weeks prior to the end of the semester in which the student is making an appeal.  The student and custodial adult will be notified of the date, time and location of the appeal hearing.  At the hearing the parent and/or the student will be given time to state their reasons for asking for relief of excessive absences.  The committee, when making a decision on the matter, will consider a student’s entire attendance record. (For example, if a student took off a day “to go deer hunting” they are unlikely to get relief on an absence, even if the absence was for a serious reason.  Relief will only be granted in exceptional circumstances that were unavoidable in nature.  
5. The student may appeal unfavorable decisions successively to the Principal, Superintendent of Schools, and finally the Cabool Board of Education.  All requests for appeal must be made two weeks prior to the last day of the semester in which the student has lost credit.  .  

6. Parents and students should realize that absenteeism is a major contributor to failing grades.  Parents have a responsibility in helping us deal effectively with unnecessary student absences.  Parents should not permit students to miss school unless it is absolutely necessary.  If you know your child will be absent, please call the high school office (962-3153 ext. 302) prior to 8:00 a.m. 

Attendance Committee
· The Attendance Committee will be comprised of at least three high school teachers.  The high school principal will cast a tie-breaking vote in the case of a tie
· The Committee will meet the first Wednesday of December and of May to review student situations; if student and/or parent are not present they will not be able to earn credit.

· If needed the committee will meet at the beginning of the next semester to review situations that occurred after the initial meeting.

· Failure to meet the recommendations of the committee will result in loss of credit.
· The Attendance Committee may not give more than 3 days of relief to a student during a semester.(To be made up through tutoring)
· Students will tutor 1 hour for every hour over 8 that the student is absent. (ie. If they miss 9 days in all classes that would equal 7 hour of tutoring)
· Students may be required to attend summer school one hour for every hour that is over the allowed 8 absences. (Being removed from summer school for any reason will result in loss of credit.)
Admittance after Absenteeism

All students shall be required to obtain an admittance slip from the office before returning to class after an absence. A note from their parent or guardian specifying the reason for being absent will be accepted for documentation purposes but is not required to obtain an admittance slip.  If the absence was due to illness or appointment, which necessitated attention of a physician or dentist, the student when returning to school should submit a certification by the attending practitioner.  These notes will play a very important role if at anytime the student requests a hearing due to excessive absences.

There are things that students miss when they are absent from school that cannot be made up, such as, lectures, films, pop quizzes and any special class activity.  Students are permitted to make up work, except for cases of truancy, regardless of the reason for the absence. (All grades during truancy are zeros).  Normally, only tests and homework assignments can be made up. Assignments that were completed during class may not be possible to make up.  Students are responsible for initiating and completing all class work to be made up when they are absent.  The deadline for make-up work shall be equal to and not exceed the time missed.  Tests, term papers, notebooks, etc., which have been announced prior to the absence are due on the day the student returns to school   Students should not be absent unless it is absolutely necessary.
Four-Year Attendance Exception Procedure

A. Counselor approval and recommendation to the Principal

B. Principal approval (including parental consultation) and recommendation to the Superintendent

C. Superintendent approval.

D. Board of Education approval.

1. Any student granted exception to the four-year attendance requirement may not attend school during class time or to attend activities as a student while not enrolled as a student (including prom and senior trip).  They may participate in graduation exercises and are eligible for any honors earned as a student.

2. Permission to take the GED will not be given until a student has completed proper forms and all fees and fines have been paid. 

Four-Year Attendance Exceptions

Exceptions of the four-year attendance requirement approved by the Board of Education are provided as follows:

1. Summer School Attendance Credit.  The earning of three units in summer school attendance, if approved by the high school principal in writing prior to attendance, may substitute for one-half year of the four-year attendance requirement.

2. Correspondence or Home Study Credit.  The four-year attendance requirement may be reduced for pupils who cannot attend due to illness or physical handicap.  If prior written approval is given by the high school principal, part of the twenty-five and a half units or the equivalent minimum requirement may be met by these students through correspondence courses or approved home study conducted by the school.

3. Regular Year Attendance Credit.  The four-year high school attendance requirement is modified for senior students who meet the following conditions:

a. Students must have completed the minimum units required by the State Department of Education and any additional units required by the local Board of Education.

b. Students must be enrolled in college, vocational school, a full-time formal apprenticeship program or demonstrate a definite need to work full-time due to a drastic change in the family's financial circumstances.

c. Students must meet the above conditions to the satisfaction of the school.  A transcript shall be given to each student showing the credits earned and the conditions under which a diploma will be granted in the future.

d. Students successfully completing the approved planned educational experience (as outlined above) shall be eligible to receive their high school diploma with their graduating class.

e. Neither summer school nor correspondence credit may be used in meeting the minimum credit requirements in this four-year attendance exception.

f. *Special standards to meet the "equivalent" requirements are provided for special education students.

Part Time Attendance

The 79th Missouri General Assembly revised the law (Section 163.011 and 613.013, RSMo), which enables school districts to claim state aid for the part-time attendance of public school students between the ages of 16 and 20.

Cabool R-IV School District recognizes the need of some students to attend high school on a part-time basis.  

 
Rules for Part-Time Students:  Part-time students are governed by the same rules and regulations that apply to regularly enrolled students.  Also, additional requirements are necessary to maintain an educational environment conducive to learning.

A.
Part-time students will be eligible for participation only in clubs, and organizations, which are associated with classes in which they are enrolled.

B.
Part-time students must provide their own transportation unless they arrive or depart with established bus routes.

C.
Part-time students are permitted on campus only during classes in which they are enrolled or during extra-curricular activities, except with permission of the principal.

D.
Participation in extra-curricular activities will correspond with MSHSAA rules and regulations.

Renaissance

Businesses and colleges are interested in the performance standards and grade point averages of students.  The Renaissance program promotes this type of academic excellence.  The incentive for academic achievement will be cards offering varying degrees of rewards such as free admission to school activities.  

Gold Card - (10.0 or Higher Semester GPA) Cardholder privileges



1. Free admission to school activities

2. One day pre arranged for independent study

Silver Card - (8.0 to 9.99 Semester GPA) Cardholder privileges

1. Free admission to school activities

Blue Card - (Perfect Attendance) Cardholder privileges

1. Free admission to school activities

To take Independent Study Day students must:

1. Pick up application from the office.

2. Bring back filled out application and sign up in office to schedule date of study.  This must be done at least one-day before the scheduled Renaissance Day.

3. No Renaissance Days will be allowed during the last two weeks of the semester or the day before or after a scheduled school break.
Discipline action resulting in suspension either ISS or OSS will forfeit a student’s renaissance day.

Student Procedures/Expectations

Activity Calendar

Individuals and organizations wishing to place activities on the school calendar must have prior approval from the principal.  These activities should be placed on the calendar at least two weeks before the activity is to take place.

Students cannot be penalized for choosing one school activity over another school activity.
Assemblies

Assemblies are a regularly scheduled part of the curriculum and as such, are designed to be an educational as well as entertaining experience.  Regardless of the type of program, courtesy demands that the student body be respectful and appreciative.  Talking, whispering, whistling, stamping of feet and booing are discourteous.  Yelling is appropriate only at pep assemblies.

1. Proceed to the assembly area quietly and promptly.

2. When the chairperson of the assembly asks for your attention, give it to him/her immediately.

3. Be courteous to the performers and to your neighbor.  Do not use an interval of applause or the short time between numbers to start a conversation.

4. Applaud in keeping with the occasion.  Applause should be generous and courteous.

5. Do not leave the assembly until dismissed.

Book Fines

Students are held responsible for returning all books and materials issued to them in the same condition as issued, allowing for reasonable wear.  Book fines will be charged on lost or stolen books or materials at the replacement cost of the book.  The fine will be the cost to replace the book plus postage.

Building Open

The building will be opened at 7:30 a.m. Students shall report to the old gym, commons area or the cafeteria as directed by staff.  Please arrange your schedules to arrive no earlier than 7:30 a.m.  Usually the building will be locked at 4:00 p.m.

Career Or College Day

Seniors will be allowed two absences to visit a college or university.  If the following procedures are followed, the absence will not be considered an absence for attendance purposes. 

Procedure for obtaining a college day:

1. Pick up application form in office prior to the visit. 

2. Return completed form to the High School Office with the date of the visit. This must be done at least one-day before the scheduled day so teachers can be notified.
3. The student shall make arrangements with teachers prior to the absence for any homework or other assignments.

4. Upon returning to school from the college visit, the student must turn in a note or letter from the college that they visited that lists the date of the visit and a signature of a representative of the college.

Check In and Check Out

Students who arrive late or leave early must notify the office and sign in or out properly. Under a recommendation from the school district’s legal representation; the check out procedures from school will change beginning with the 2010-2011 school year.  Students will no longer be allowed to check out of school by a phone call or with a note.  This is to deter non-custodial parents and/or other people from inappropriately attempting to check out a student.  A parent or guardian will have to check the student out in person, (in some cases, identification could be requested by the office to verify identities).  Students who fail to check in or out properly will be counted as truant.

Closed Campus

Once students arrive at school, they are not allowed to leave school grounds without permission from the principal.   Students are not allowed to sign out to leave during lunchtime.  Students signing out for lunch will be counted as being absent for the period immediately following lunch, even if they return to school prior to the start of class.  Students will be disciplined for violating this rule.

Computer Usage

Computer and Internet access is available to students and teachers in Cabool High School.  The purpose of Internet access is to provide vast, diverse and unique resources.  The goal in providing this service to both staff and students is to promote educational excellence by increasing resource sharing, improving access to information and developing global communications.

With access to computers and communication with people all over the world comes the availability of material that may be considered controversial.  The Internet is the commonly used name for an uncontrolled, unregulated group of worldwide-networked information resources.  Cabool R-IV educators firmly believe the valuable information and interaction available far outweigh the possibility that users may find material that is not consistent with the educational goals of the school district.

Internet access is coordinated through a complex association of government agencies.  The smooth operation of the network relies upon the proper conduct of the end user who must adhere to strict guidelines and network etiquette.  The general guidelines are provided so you are aware of the responsibilities you accept when using the Cabool R-IV District Computer Network System.  In general, this requires efficient, ethical and legal utilization of computer and network resources.

If a user violates any of these provisions, his/her access to the network and/or computers will be terminated and future access could be denied.

1. The use of the network is a privilege, which may be revoked by school administration at any time for abusive conduct.  Such conduct would include, but not limited to, the altering of system software, the placing of unlawful or inappropriate information, computer viruses, obscene, pornographic, abusive or otherwise objectionable language or images on the computer system.  Users will not use the school’s computers to obtain, view, download or otherwise gain access to such materials.  Students should not download any computer program onto school computers.  This includes “instant messenger” programs that allow students to “chat” on the Internet.

2. The use of the school’s network and computing resources must be in support of education and/or research and be consistent with the educational objectives of the Cabool R-IV District.  Non-educational use may be limited at any time by the district staff.  This applies to all computers in the district.

3. Transmission of any material in violation of any U.S., state or local regulation is prohibited.  This includes, but is not limited to, copyrighted material, threatening, and pornographic or obscene material.

4. Any malicious or intentional attempt to alter, harm or destroy data of another user, any network program or equipment will result in cancellation of privileges.  Only Cabool R-IV School District employees may troubleshoot any computer system.

5. The school administration reserves the right to access any material stored in files to which users have access and will edit or remove any material, which is deemed objectionable.

6. Information services and features contained in the network are intended for the private use of its patrons, and any commercial or other unauthorized use of those materials, in any form, is expressly forbidden.

7. The Cabool R-IV School District does not warrant error free operation of the system and is not liable for lost data or information incurred in connection with the use of the system.

8. Internet access through the network is intended for the exclusive use of students with signed contracts/agreements on file.  Users are responsible for the use of their password and account.  Any misuse of the account will result in suspension of access to the network.

9. E-mail must be used responsibly, if at all.  Specific user responsibility includes checking e-mail regularly and not interfering with the network traffic by sending broadcast to lists of individuals.  Users are responsible for protecting any e-mail accounts and passwords.

10. The student agrees to indemnify Cabool R-IV Schools for any loss suffered to them by reason of improper use of network by the user.  The user further agrees to compensate anyone harmed by the user’s abusive use of the network.

11. Rules and regulations for computer and network usage may be changed from time to time by the administration.  Users of the network and any school computer are subject to these rules and regulations.

It is the responsibility of the user to adhere to the following when using any of Cabool High School’s computer stations:

1. To exercise diligence in the care of all equipment and software.

2. To maintain a contract/agreement (with parent signatures) on file with the Technology Director before using the Internet.

3. To maintain accurate records on the form provided at each computer station in reference to signing on and signing off the computer, program and network.

4. To stay on-task.

5. To send no unauthorized messages.

6. To abide by the school’s policy on use of disks (personal disks other than issued by the school are not to be used without being screened for viruses and approved by the Technology Director).

7. Students logging in under another persons user name or password will lose computer use privileges for the remainder of the school year.

Correspondence Courses

Students will not be allowed to count correspondence courses toward graduation for any course required for graduation.  Correspondence courses can only be taken for elective credit, academic enrichment classes or credit recovery.  The School District will not pay for correspondence courses.  MOVIP are not considered correspondence courses.

Daily Bulletin

The announcements are available to each teacher every day through Power School.  Announcements to appear in the Daily Bulletin must be written out and given to the secretary no later than 2:30 on the day before it is to appear in the bulletin.  The sponsor of the club or organization making the announcement must sign all announcements.  

Field Trips

Before students can attend school sponsored field trips, all bills and fines accumulated must be paid in full.

Fire - Tornado – Disaster-Lock-Down Intruder Drills

The signal for a fire drill is a series of short rings.  When the signal is given, the students will follow the teacher's directions and go directly to the exit designated by the teacher in charge in the manner prescribed by the teacher.  Promptness and orderliness in emptying the building insures safety for all.  Speed is not the only factor.  The first person to arrive at the doors should hold the doors open or fasten them open for those to follow.  The teacher will designate a student or students to close all windows.  The return signal will be a single long bell.

The signal for a Tornado Drill is a single long bell.  Students should follow teachers' instructions in every instance and proceed to the predetermined areas.

The signal for a Disaster Drill is a series of short-long-short rings.  When the signal is given the students should follow the teachers' instructions.

The signal for a Lock Down Drill will be a long air horn sounded in the hallways.  Upon hearing this horn, all students will go to the nearest classroom and remain inside the classroom until release by office personnel.  The classroom doors and exterior doors will be locked in the event of a lock down drill.  

All of the above procedures should be posted on the bulletin board in every classroom.

Hall Passes

Students may not be out of class without a pass.
Students are required to sign out of class on a log sheet stating the time the student left class and where he or she was sent.  A student should not be sent to another class unless both instructors have given approval.
Head Lice

Per Board Action May 2005:  Students, who have been examined and found to have head lice and/or nits, will be sent home for treatment. These students will not be allowed to return to school until they have been cleared of all lice or nits.

Immunization

Missouri law requires that all school children be immunized against polio, diphtheria, and rubella.  The school is required to keep a record showing the immunization status of each child enrolled.  Children who are not exempted by religious beliefs, must either be immunized or be in the process of immunization.  Students will be denied admission until compliance of Missouri statutes is met.

Knives

Knives are considered weapons and have no place at school.  The possession of a knife, no matter what size, is not allowed at school.  Students bringing a knife to school will be referred to the office and the knife confiscated. Failure to turn over the knife will be handled as a weapons referral.
Language

Cursing, profanity, obscene, lewd, and disrespectful language shall not be tolerated at school or school connected functions.

Lockers

Each student is assigned a locker and no changes may be made without office approval.  Since the school cannot be responsible for valuables left in lockers, students may bring locks for their lockers if they wish.  The school reserves the right to make periodic, random locker searches/inspections as needed.

Materials

Cabool provides free textbooks and most additional materials.  Some courses may require materials for projects, which will become the student's property.  The student must purchase these materials.  Students will be informed during the first week of class if extra materials are required.

Perfect Attendance

Students with perfect attendance will receive a free pass to attend extra-curricular activities.

Prohibited Articles

Because of the possibility of theft, damage, or interruption of the instructional process, some articles are not to be brought to school.  Students are not to bring firecrackers, toys, electronic games, beepers, baseball cards, game playing cards, stereos, tape players, radios, walkmans, MP3 players, iPods, iTouch, etc, to school unless they are approved as part of a class project.  Any article used to harm someone else may be considered a weapon.  Prohibited articles may be confiscated.  In repeat offenses, the article may be taken and not returned.

Cell Phones

Cell phones are not to be used during the school day.   Students must leave them turned off and out of sight.  They can be left in your vehicle or in your purse or backpack.  If you must contact your child please call the office at (962-3153 ext 302).  If a student needs to use their cell phone in case of an urgent matter, they should do so in the office with permission from the principal or secretary.  Cell phones that have been confiscated will be returned to a parent or guardian after disciplinary action has been served.

Public Display of Affection

This behavior, when taken to excess, is not appropriate behavior at school.  Failure to comply with the published guidelines will result in disciplinary action.

1. Examples of acceptable PDA at CHS:

a. Holding hands

b. Arm around waist above the hips and below the rib cage

c. Arm on shoulder in appropriate and acceptable manner.

2. Examples of unacceptable PDA at CHS:

a. Kissing and/or hugging

b. Embracing (standing or sitting)

c. Inappropriate physical body contact

d. Hand in belt loop, pocket, etc.

e. Sitting on another person’s lap

The above is a brief list – not a comprehensive list of examples of the PDA standards.

Rules for Dances


School dances are closed functions.

1. Only students presently enrolled at Cabool High School and/or their dates from outside CHS, with prior approval of the Principal, will be allowed to attend.

2. Students leaving the event will not be allowed to return.

3. Smoking is prohibited.

4. Alcoholic beverages or drugs will not be allowed on school property.

5. A minimum of four (4) sponsors is required at school dances.  One male teacher and one female teacher will be present. 

6.  Middle school or elementary school students are not allowed to attend high school dances.

7. All students and their dates must be under the age of 21.  All students not currently enrolled at Cabool High School will require photo identification.

8. Students serving suspension will not be allowed to attend.

Rules for Prom and Class Participation

All students and their dates attending prom will be required to pay up to $25 per person.

Students who do not work their required number of hours may not be allowed to attend the Prom, also Students with major disciplinary infractions may not be allowed to attend prom.

Class Responsibility

Seniors - Some classes chose to take a senior trip during their senior year. Students with major disciplinary infractions may not be allowed to attend the trip. This trip is fully funded by the students that are members of the Senior class. The money is raised primarily during their Freshman, Sophomore or Junior years; however, some fundraisers may be held during their Senior year.  By January of their Senior year, the Senior class will make a presentation to the school board concerning the senior trip.  No student will be required to pay more than $50 (up to $100 for students who did not participate in fundraisers as juniors) for travel and hotel expenses on the Senior trip.  The remainder of the expenses for the Senior trip (with the exception of meals) will be paid for by the Senior Class.  Students who do not work their required number of hours will not be allowed to attend the Senior trip or Prom, also students with major disciplinary infractions may not be allowed to attend prom.

Juniors - The Junior year is the primary fundraising year of a particular class.  The Junior class is primarily responsible for paying for and hosting the Junior/Senior Prom and for raising money for a possible Senior trip.  All Juniors are expected to work a specific number of hours for their class during fundraisers and activities that will be established annually by the class sponsors and officers.  The primary fundraisers of the Junior class will be concession stand duties at junior high and high school football games.  Students who do not work their required number of hours will not be allowed to attend the Senior trip or Prom, also Students with major disciplinary infractions may not be allowed to attend prom.

Sophomores - The members of the Sophomore class will hold at least one fundraiser during the school year. The Sophomores will also work the concession stand for all boys basketball games. The funds will be used to pay for Homecoming float decorations and other various expenses.  All funds will be transferred in to the class fund and will be carried on to the Junior year. Students who do not work their required number of hours will not be allowed to attend the Senior trip or Prom, also Students with major disciplinary infractions may not be allowed to attend prom.

Freshmen -The Freshman class will be responsible for the concession stands for junior high and high school girls basketball games. This money will be used by the freshman class to prepare for Prom and other class expenses.  All funds will be transferred in to the class funds and will be carried on to the sophomore year.   Students who do not work their required number of hours will not be allowed to attend the Senior trip or Prom, also Students with major disciplinary infractions may not be allowed to attend prom.

Schedule Changes

Any change of schedule should be made during the first two days of the semester.  Students entering a class after the fifth day in session will not receive credit without special permission from the principal.

School Closings

In case of bad weather, announcement of school closing will be placed with Springfield television stations Channels 3, 10, 27 and 33 and the local radio station in Mtn. Grove, as well as KTTS, 94.7.

School Pictures

Each year school pictures are taken shortly after the opening of school.  All students must have pictures taken even though they do not plan to purchase them.  This allows the school annual to be complete and is used for school information.  All seniors must have their pictures taken by the school photographer; however, no one is obligated to order or purchase pictures.

Sexual Harassment

In general, isolated incidents of an offensive nature are differentiated from sexual harassment by one or more request from the offended person to halt the offensive action(s) and the offender continuing to engage in the undesired activity.  Repeated action or severe words or actions of this nature, even if it is the first offense, are “sexual harassment”.  Some physical acts may also be considered assault, indecent exposure.  Some examples of sexual harassment include, but are not limited to, the following:


Physical:
1.    Forcibly grabbing or kissing someone

2. Cornering, restraining or purposely bumping someone

3. Pinching someone

4. Inappropriately touching someone

5. Making sexual gestures to someone

6. “Flashing” or “mooning” someone.

Verbal:

1.    Commenting about someone’s body in a sexual manner.

2. Spreading rumors or writings regarding someone’s sexual acts, sexual preferences or sexual activity.

3. Making kissing sounds or whistling.

4. Talking about someone or about “sex” in a manner that makes another uncomfortable.

Student Dress

 No single standard can define what is reasonable and appropriate.  The classroom teachers and administrators will ultimately decide what is disruptive to the school environment.  Some examples of clothing that is considered inappropriate include:

1. See through clothing without appropriate clothing underneath.

2. Spaghetti strap tops or tops with a shoulder strap of less than an inch in width.   Any top that also shows any part of an undergarment is also unacceptable.  Underarm openings must also be reasonable and the shirt design may not be altered.

3. Shorts and dresses must be at least the length of the tips of a student’s fingers when their arms are down at their sides.  On some students, this may still be considered an unacceptable length.

4. Clothing with advertisements or slogans or symbols for alcoholic beverages or tobacco

5. Clothing with written or implied profanity or objectionable slogans

6. Clothing that shows the midriff while standing or sitting

7. Clothing that shows any undue exposure of the body

8. Clothing that is a safety hazard.  This includes chains or sharp objects.

9. Clothing with sexual words, slogans, drawings, pictures, cartoons, etc.

10. Hats or headwear of any kind worn in the buildings. Hats are not to be carried in the buildings during the school day.  Put them in your lockers.

11. Pajamas and other sleepwear are not appropriate for school. 

12. Clothes with tears and holes above the length of the tips of a student’s fingers when their arms are down at their sides
13. Students that violate the dress code policy will be counted tardy or absent from class if they have to wait in the office for clothes or if they check-out to go change.
SURVEYING, ANALYZING OR EVALUATING STUDENTS

The Protection of Pupil Rights Amendment (PPRA) affords parents certain rights pertaining to the conducts surveys and certain physical exams. These include the right to:

1. Give consent before students are required to submit to a survey that concerns one (1) or more of the following protected areas (“protected information survey”) if the survey is funded in whole or in part by a program of the U.S. 

Department of Education:

a. Political affiliations or beliefs of the student or student’s parent.

b. Mental or psychological problems of the student or student’s family.

c. Sex behavior or attitudes.

d. Illegal, antisocial, self-incriminating or demeaning behavior.

e. Critical appraisals of other individuals with whom respondents have close family relationships.

f. Legally recognized privileged or analogous relationships, such as those of lawyers, physicians and ministers.

g. Religious practices, affiliations or beliefs of the student or the student’s parent.

h. Income, other than as required by law to determine program eligibility.

2. Receive notice and an opportunity to opt a student out of:

a. Any other protected information survey, regardless of the funding source.

b. Any nonemergency, invasive physical exam or screening required as a condition of attendance, administered by the school or its agent and not necessary to protect the immediate health and safety of a student, or any physical exam or screening permitted or required under state law, except for hearing, vision or scoliosis screenings.

c. Activities involving collection, disclosure or use of personal information obtained from students for marketing, selling or otherwise distributing the information to others.

3. Inspect, upon request and before administration or use:

a. Protected information surveys of students.

b. Instruments used to collect personal information from students for any of the above marketing, sales or other distribution purposes.

c. Instructional material used as part of the educational curriculum.

These rights transfer from the parents to a student who is 18 years old or an emancipated minor.

The Cabool School District has adopted policies, in consultation with parents, regarding these rights and has made arrangements to protect the privacy of student records. The district will directly notify parents of students who are scheduled to participate in the specific activities or surveys noted below and will provide an opportunity for the parent to opt his or her child out of participation in the specific activity or survey. The district will make this notification to parents at the beginning of the school year if the district has identified the specific or approximate dates of the activities or surveys at that time. Parents will also be provided notification of surveys and activities scheduled after the start of the school year. If you wish to review any survey instrument or instructional material used in connection with any protected information or marketing survey, please contact the following school official:

Tardies

Students have a 4-minute passing period between classes.   The student is to be considered tardy if he/she is not in his or her seat when the tardy tone sounds. 

Teachers issue tardies and keep records in each class.  A student is allowed 3 tardies per class per semester.  (7X3=21 tardies per semester)    

Students who are given after or before school detention or tutoring must serve that time within 5 school days of the offense.  Failure to complete time within 5 school days will result in time being doubled and lunch detention until the detention is served. Additionally, suspension of all out of classroom activities and extra-curricular activities for that student until time is served.
If a student fails to complete the detention or tutoring time after or before school it will result in three days of In School Suspension.  The student must serve the detention or tutoring time as soon as they return from their suspension. 
Telephone

The telephones in the office are business phones.  Students will not be called to the telephone during class time except in cases of emergency.  Students may return phone messages between classes only.

Truancy

Unauthorized absence from school is considered truancy.  Students who are truant will not be permitted to make-up work missed and disciplinary action will be taken as per the student discipline code.  Truancy is when a student:

1. Leaves the campus without permission from the office and without checking out properly.

2. Comes to school but does not attend any or all classes or authorized activities.

3. Is somewhere other than at school when the parents and administration think the student is at school.

4. Obtains permission from a teacher or the office to go to a certain place on campus, but does not go there.

5. Brings in a parent-signed note that is forged or sets forth an invalid reason for the absence or checking out.

There are no school sanctioned class “skip” days. 

Vehicles

Parking is provided for students West of Building B and South of the old Gym.  Once cars are on school property they must be parked immediately, locked, and not used until after the end of the school day.  Students will not be permitted to visit or loiter in parking lots during the school day.  The parking lots are off limits during the school day INCLUDING LUNCH TIME.  Driving privileges on campus will be suspended for violations.  If you must go to your car during the school day you must receive permission from the principal or his representative.  No students will be permitted to park behind buildings A or B.  No parking is allowed in the alley behind Building A, behind the shops, or just north of building A.  A note from home must be presented to the principal before any student may move an automobile during the school day.  Any act of careless driving may result in loss of privileges and other punishment.  No students are to drive their vehicle to middle school or elementary school after school without prior approval.  A student’s vehicle may be searched while on campus if it is determined by the principal or superintendent that the vehicle may contain something that endangers the safety or well being of students or faculty of the school.

Parking along the north wall of the football stadium is reserved for senior. 11 spots
The area between A building and the cafeteria will be reserved for Juniors or Seniors. 11spots
Visitors

Parents are welcome to visit the school at any time.  They are requested to report to the principal's office concerning the location of both students and teachers. Visitors of high school age or students from other schools will not be allowed to visit classes on regular school days.  For the security of the campus and to maintain order on campus, the principal will have the final word on who is allowed to visit classrooms or remain on campus. 

Student Services

A+ Schools Program

The A+ Schools Program focuses on the total school effort to graduate ALL students. Course performance standards have been developed and will guide instruction.  All students will select a course of study related to a career path reflecting their interests and abilities.  The career path will be a guide to the requirements needed to meet expectations of future employment.

Aid Station

The high school does provide a health office.  All students needing health services need to come to the principal’s office.  In case of emergency, students who need attention will be taken there.  In the event of illness, students will be sent to the office to lie down or to wait for the school nurse and or a parent to come and get them.  After examining an ill student, a recommendation will be made that they (1) see a doctor, (2) go home to rest, or (3) return to classes.  Students must turn prescriptions (to be taken at school) into the principal’s office.  This is very important since prescriptions may cause an unusual reaction.  (No student should be in possession of prescription medication while at school without written approval of the principal or school nurse).  Parents are asked to notify the high school office concerning all student medications.

Screenings

Screening programs focus on early detection and prompt treatment of potentially serious health problems. Students will be excused from any screening upon receipt of a written request from the student’s parent/guardian that must be placed on file prior to the beginning of the school year. Results of each screening will be recorded on a form provided by the Department of Health and Senior Services. A copy of these results will be placed in the child’s medical file. 

Additional screenings may take place throughout the school year. If this happens a notice will go home with the student and an opt out form will be provided at that time. Not returning the opt out from will provide assumed consent and the child will participate in the scheduled screening. Parents will be notified of the screening results and a copy of the results will be placed in the student’s medical file.

Bus Transportation

The school provides bus transportation to and from school for students living one mile or more from home to school.  The student should recognize that she/he would be permitted to enjoy the privilege of riding the school bus only as long as she/he fully cooperates and complies with the bus transportation rules.

Cafeteria

CHS has a "closed lunch" policy.  Students are not allowed to leave campus during lunch. Students signing out for lunch will be counted as being absent for the period immediately following lunch, even if they return to school prior to the start of class.  
There are two lunch periods of approximately 24 minutes each.  Students may bring lunches from home.  Students who purchase meals from the cafeteria are to use the lunch card issued by the school. Students without lunch cards will be sent to the end of the serving line.  Students must go to, and remain in, the cafeteria until they are released to the area between A and B Buildings during lunch.  They may not sit on the steps in B Building, enter the halls, or go to lockers during lunch periods since classes are in session.  No food may be taken from the cafeteria.  Students may not have purchased food delivered to the school or brought by friends or parents.  When the $20.00 charge limit is reached, the student may not be allowed to charge any more lunches. A peanut butter sandwich and milk will be provided until the bill is paid.

Students are under the supervision of the assigned duty teachers and cafeteria staff and are required to comply with their directives.  Duty teachers and cafeteria staff have the authority to assign lunchroom detention.

Student Activities

Student activities in Cabool Schools provide opportunity for students to engage in areas of special interest in addition to the more formal class activities.  Student activities aid in the development of abilities necessary for leadership as well as those skills necessary for group cooperation.  They also provide opportunities for finding new fields of interest. Students will not be allowed to miss school for these activities if their grades fall below a 70%. There may be circumstances early in a quarter that may result in the Principal needing to make a final desion on eligibility for a trip. All fees, fines and dues must be paid before participation.

All students must meet academic eligibility requirements and are required to participate in CHS Random Drug Testing to be eligible for club activities.

Educationally Mentally Handicapped

Specially trained teachers assist mentally handicapped students in their educational programs and goals.

Guidance Counselor

A well-rounded guidance program is essential in the modern school.  This service is helpful to both the students and faculty.  Among its functions are: testing and measurements of student ability and achievement, counseling with students who have emotional or adjustment problems, helping to guide students into college, trade or technical schools of their choice upon graduation and being available to visit with students having questions or problems.

Homebound Instruction

Cabool High School participates in the State Homebound Instruction Program.  Students are eligible for this program if they have physical problems that prevent them from attending the regular school classes.  To be eligible for this program the student’s physician must fill out a form concerning the condition of the student.  This form may be obtained from the principal’s office.

Learning Disabilities/Behavior Disorders

Specially trained teachers assist students with special learning problems and help to guide them in their educational programs.

Public Notice For Special Education

All public schools are required to provide a free and appropriate public education to all students, including those attending private/parochial schools, beginning on the child's third birthday through age twenty (20), regardless of the child's disability.  Disabilities include: learning disabilities, mental retardation, behavior disorders/emotional disturbance, speech disorders (voice, fluency, or articulation), language disorders, visually impaired, hearing impaired, physically/other health impaired, multi-handicapped, deaf/blind, autism, early childhood special education, and traumatic brain injury.

Public Notice

All responsible public agencies are required to locate, evaluate, and identify children with disabilities who are under the jurisdiction of the agency, regardless of the severity of the disability, including children attending private schools, highly mobile children, such as migrant and homeless children, and children who are suspected of having a disability and in need of special education even though they are advancing from grade to grade.  The Cabool School District assures that it will provide a free, appropriate public education (FAPE) to all eligible children with disabilities between the ages of 3 and 21 under its jurisdiction.  Disabilities include autism, deaf/blindness, emotional disorders, hearing impairment and deafness, mental retardation, multiple disabilities, orthopedic impairment, other health impairments, specific learning disabilities, speech or language impairment, traumatic brain injury, visual impairment/blindness and young child with a developmental delay.

The Cabool School District assures that it will provide information and referral services necessary to assist the State in the implementation of early intervention services for infants and toddlers eligible for the Missouri First Steps program.

The Cabool School District assures that personally identifiable information collected, used, or maintained by the agency for the purposes of identification, evaluation, placement or provision of FAPE of children with disabilities may be inspected and/or reviewed by their parents/guardians.  Parents/guardians may request amendment to the educational record if the parent/guardian believes the record is inaccurate, misleading, or violates the privacy or other rights of their child.  Parents have the right to file complaints with the U.S. Department of Education or the Missouri Department of Elementary and Secondary Education concerning alleged failures by the district to meet the requirements of the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA).

The Cabool School District has developed a Local Compliance Plan for the implementation of State Regulations for the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA).  This plan contains the agency’s policies and procedures regarding storage, disclosure to third parties, retention and destruction of personally identifiable information and the agency’s assurances that services are provided in compliance with the General Education Provision Act (GEPA).  This plan may be reviewed during school hours in the Superintendent’s office.

Local school districts in the State of Missouri are required to conduct an annual census of all children with disabilities or suspected disabilities from birth to age twenty-one (21) that reside in the district.  This census must be compiled by December 1 of each year.  This information is treated as confidential and must include: name of the child; parent/legal guardian’s name/address; birth date and age of the child; the child’s disability; and the services provided to the child.  If you have a child with a disability or know of a child with a disability who is not attending the public school, please contact 417-962-3153 ext. 236.

This notice will be provided in native languages as appropriate.

Speech Therapy

A professional speech therapist is available to give advice and help with various speech related problems.

Media Center

The high school librarian is on duty from 7:45 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. at the media center library.   Library passes are to be issued by the classroom teacher with a time and purpose of library use.  Students should return to classrooms at least five minutes before the end of the class period.  Books may be checked out for two weeks and renewed twice.  No more than three books may be checked out at one time.  If books are not returned on time, the student will be charged a fine of ten cents a day for each day overdue, with a maximum fine of $3.  Reference books may be checked out for one day only.  If not returned on the date due, a fine of 25 cents will be charged for each day the material is kept overdue up to the replacement cost of the book.  If a book is destroyed or lost for one month, the borrower will be charged the replacement cost.  Service may be denied those students not meeting obligations.

Student Council

The coordination of student activities and student government is the responsibility of the Student Council.  The student body elects the members.  The student council meets bi-monthly to plan activities.  

Interscholastic Activities

Cabool High School is a member of the South Central Association of high schools known simply as SCA.  Conference activities in which CHS participates include football, basketball, track, baseball, volleyball, golf, instrumental music, vocal music, speech, and industrial arts.  Cabool High School is also a member of the Missouri State High School Activities Association.  Being a member of this organization entitles our school to participate in district and state competition.  All participants must meet the MSHSAA ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS.  Your coach or teacher will explain these requirements before each season.  Participation in any interscholastic activity is a privilege offered students and not a right.  Therefore, those who do not follow the rules of the school and the laws of the community will not be allowed to participate.  All students representing the school in any capacity must conduct themselves in a polite and courteous manner.  Students who have misrepresented themselves at school or during an activity will be subject to suspension from participation in activities representing the school.

The school district requires that a student be covered with medical insurance before being allowed to practice or compete in interscholastic sports for the school.   

All students representing the school in athletics must conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner.  Unsportsmanlike behavior of players or fans will not be tolerated and will be considered poor citizenship.  All athletes must conduct themselves according to rules established by the Athletic Director and Coaches.  

Cabool Schools Academic Standards for Participation in Extra-Curricular Activities

Students must be in school all day in order to participate in any extra-curricular activity.  Exceptions, due to valid extenuating circumstances, shall be granted only through the principal.  Students must be in attendance one half day to participate in team practice.
Transportation to all school-sponsored activities is provided.  Teams and groups will use this transportation to and from the designated activity.  The Sponsor must be contacted personally by the student's parent or guardian if a student is not returning with the group.  Violations are subject to penalty.  This change in transportation must be documented in writing.  

STUDENTS   

Interscholastic and Extra-curriculum Activities Grades 7-12

Interscholastic activity as defined by the Missouri State High School Athletics Association (MSHAA) is “any extra-class activity involving two or more schools in which two or more students participate who are identified with their schools.” The subject areas covered by MSHAA requirements are:  Athletics, Music, Speech, Cheerleaders, Pom Pom Squads, Academic Competition (defined in 38 MSHAA Handbook)
Academic Eligibility for Interscholastic Activities
Statement of Philosophy:  Participation in Middle School and High School interscholastic activities is a valuable educational experience, and every effort shall be made to provide the opportunity of participation to each student in Cabool schools.  Student with low academic ability need the educational development provided through participation in interscholastic activities as much as students with average or above average ability.  The eligibility policy of Cabool R-IV Schools shall encourage participation in interscholastic activities while maintaining a standard of academic achievement, which progressively, as students mature, encourages responsibility, rewards corrective effort, and enforces consequences for lack of desire to improve.  Students will not be allowed to miss school for these activities if their grades fall below a 70%. There may be circumstances early in a quarter that may result in the Principal needing to make a final desion on eligibility for a trip. All fees, fines and dues must be paid before participation.
High School Interscholastic Eligibility (based on quarter grades):
9th Grade:  Beginning of 9th grade – MSHAA requirements.  First quarter grade and remainder of year – “C” average with one “F” allowed and *Tutoring required.

10th – 12th Grade:  “C” average with one “F” - *Tutoring required.

*Tutoring is required for any quarter grade, which is an “F”.  Student must attend tutoring at least two to three days per week or as recommended by the student’s teacher until the grade has been raised to a “C”.  Tutoring will be available before or after school according to the schedule set by each building administrator.

(Clarification – Based on quarter grades – 2 F’s ineligible, below “C” average (5.0) and 1 F ineligible.  Eligible with tutoring – 1 F above “C” average (5.0) must tutor, 0 F’s – below a “C” average must tutor.  Two 45 minute sessions or 1.5 hours per week required to maintain eligibility until the end of the quarter.)

Failure of student to attend tutoring shall indicate a lack of responsibility and lack of desire to participate in interscholastic activities, and student shall be placed on the ineligibility list for the remainder of the quarter.

Any student who is placed on the ineligibility list for failure to meet academic requirements, and who attends tutoring as recommended by the student’s teacher in each of the failing subjects, may continue to participate in practices for interscholastic activities, but may not participate in competition until the student overcomes academic ineligibility on the next quarter grade.

Tutoring will be first priority.  If the student chooses not to attend tutoring as recommended by the teacher, the sponsoring teacher/coach will remove the student from the interscholastic activity.

Progress Reports:  During each quarter the building principal will disseminate to each staff member and club sponsor a confidential list of students receiving a “D” or “F” grade on progress reports.  (Progress reports are mailed out to parents after the fifth week of each quarter).  Staff members, coaches, and club sponsors will then have time to counsel with and seek help for those students who are failing classes.  

IEP Students

Students who have Individual Education Programs (IEP’s) will have a waiver from the eligibility requirements as long as the student is making progress in his/her IEP objectives as determined by the IEP Team.

Academic Eligibility for Extra-Curricular Activities

Statement of Philosophy:  Participation in Middle and High School extracurricular activities is a valuable educational experience, and every effort shall be made to provide the opportunity of participation to each student in Cabool R-IV Schools.  Participation in extra-curricular activities is a privilege of good citizenship and academic eligibility, and students are allowed to participate or represent their school away from the school day should be in good standing regarding behavior and academics. Students will not be allowed to miss school for these activities if their grades fall below a 70%. There may be circumstances early in a quarter that may result in the Principal needing to make a final desion on eligibility for a trip. All fees, fines and dues must be paid before participation.
Extra-curricular activities shall have the same academic eligibility requirements as interscholastic activities except that tutoring shall not be required.  (Extra-curricular activities are not frequent or consistent enough to efficiently monitor tutoring activity).

Extra-curricular activity shall be defined as any school sponsored activity (other than interscholastic activity) that takes place outside the school day and shall include but will not be limited to the following:

1. Band, chorus, speech/drama or other class activities, which take place outside of the school day.  Students may participate in those activities, which are included in the pre-approved curriculum for the class activity for which the student will receive a grade (e.g. music/band concert).

2. All clubs and other school organization meetings or field trips, which occur outside the school day or take the students out of normally, scheduled classes.

3. All non-classroom honor or recognition activities such as homecoming queen, dance king and queen, etc.

Students will not be allowed to miss school for these activities if their grades fall below a 70%. There may be circumstances early in a quarter that may result in the Principal needing to make a final desion on eligibility for a trip. All fees, fines and dues must be paid before participation.
Students who are academically ineligible at the end of the 4th quarter may participate in summer time activities of clubs, organizations, sports, band camps, etc., if they are enrolled in summer school to correct the academic ineligibility, or have successfully completed summer school.

If the student has successfully completed summer school and has removed the deficiencies keeping the student from participating in activities, the student will be eligible to participate in the activities of the fall semester (to begin in August).

Students will not be denied the right to attend school activities, school dances, to work on class activities (junior, senior, etc.) and other one time activities not associated with any MSHAA organizations, school clubs, or other organizations.

Student Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Policy

The Cabool R-IV School District, in an effort to protect the health and safety of its students involved in extra-curricular activities from illegal drug use and abuse or injuries resulting from the use of drugs, thereby setting an example for all other students of the Cabool School District, adopts the following policy for drug testing of students participating in extra-curricular activities.  

Each student in extra-curricular activities shall receive copies of the Student Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Policy and Student Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Consent Form, which shall be read, signed and dated by the student, parent and/or guardian.  Students are asked to turn in the Student Extra-Curricular Activities Testing Consent form to the high school office by August 31. Any student who does not turn in the required form by September 1 will not be eligible to participate in any extra-curricular activities during the remainder of that month.  Students may regain eligibility in these matters by turning in their drug testing consent form after September 1, however, they will not regain eligibility to participate until the 1st day of the month following their completion and submission of the drug testing consent form.  Transfer students will be placed in the testing pool when they complete and submit the “Student Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Consent Form” and their name is added to the MSHSAA Master Roster or Club and Activities Roster.  

At a time designated by the school administration, students participating in extra-curricular activities will be randomly selected to provide a sample that will be used to check for drug use.  In addition, a drug test may be taken at any time based on reasonable suspicion of illegal drug use.  

Any student who tests positive in drug use test under this policy shall be subject to the following restrictions:

a. For the first offense, the student shall be suspended from participation in all extra-curricular activities including all meetings, practices, performances, and competitions for 9 weeks (63 days).  During this time, it is recommended that the parent/guardian obtain a substance abuse evaluation and education/counseling for the student.  Students will be referred to the At Risk Counselor for counseling and the Student Assistance Team (SAT) at the high school level.

b. For the second offense, the student shall be suspended from participation in all extra-curricular activities including all meetings, practices, performances, and competition for 52 continuous and successive weeks from the date of the initial report of the second offense as states in the policy.  Students will be referred to the At Risk Counselor for counseling and the Student Assistance Team (SAT) at the high school level.

c. For the third offense, the student shall be suspended from participation in all extra-curricular activities including all meetings, practices, performances, and competition for the length of the student’s enrollment at the Cabool School District.  Students will be referred to the At Risk Counselor for counseling and the Student Assistance Team (SAT) at the high school level.

If a student involved in extra-curricular activities refuses to submit to a drug test authorized under this policy, such student shall be ineligible to participate in any extra-curricular activities as detailed in Cabool School Policy 2930.

Student Conduct

I.
Students' Rights, Responsibility And Procedures

In the United States, society is based upon the rule of law, which in turn is based upon respect of the dignity of the individual.  Specific rights granted to all Americans guarantee this dignity.  Along with rights, we must accept responsibilities, because it is only through mutual acceptance of responsibilities that these rights can exist. 

The following Students' Rights, Responsibilities and Procedure Statement for CHS has been developed to encourage:

1.
Behavior that will enable staff and students to develop the most favorable learning environment.

2.
An atmosphere free of serious disruption of the educational process.

3.
A healthy and safe place for all students and staff.

4.
An atmosphere of open communication, self-discipline and clearly understood rules.

5.
Consistent and fair treatment of all students.

The rights, responsibilities and procedures stated in this policy are not all-inclusive, but rather focus on those most common occurrences in the school environment.

II.
Statement Of Students' Rights

1. Students have the right to attend school in an environment that promotes learning and is free of distraction.

2. Students have the right to attend school without being fearful of their personal safety.

3. Students have the right to be treated with respect.

4. Students have the right to be treated fairly and consistently within each individual classroom and at the school-wide level.

5. Students have the right to due process in the classroom and at the school level.  This right includes being told what they did wrong and having an opportunity to offer their side of the story.

6. Students have the right to freedom of speech, assembly, expression, and freedom from unlawful search and seizure as guaranteed by the Constitution.  These rights exist, naturally, as long as they do not interfere with or disrupt the educational process, threaten the health and safety of others, promote the loss of damage of property or impinge upon the rights of others.  The old proverb “my rights end where yours begin” is true.

a. Equipment, such as lockers and desks, belongs to the school and are permitted to be used by the student as a convenience.  The principal or his designee may do the search/inspection of school property.

b. The principal, acting "in place of the parent" may search students and/or lockers with reasonable cause.

c. Items which may be determined to be a threat to health, safety, and security or used to disrupt or interfere with the educational process shall be removed from a student's possession.

d. Students with disabilities will be disciplined according to State law.

III.  Student Responsibilities

Student violations of the responsibilities listed above will result in appropriate responses by school personnel.  These responses will be based on the severity of the violation and number of specific violations by the student.  The circumstances surrounding an incident and the student's previous disciplinary record will be taken into account when determining the appropriate punishment.  Therefore, it is sometimes necessary to take more firm action than the guidelines might call for because of repeated misconduct.  Referrals may be compounded and not treated as independent incidents.

IV.
Student Respect Of Staff

Administration, teachers, and staff will be treated with respect and dignity at all times, whether at school or other public places.  Failure to do so will result in the student being disciplined according to school policy.

Legal Issues And Due Process

Due process means fair treatment under law and is guaranteed all citizens by the US constitution.  Federal regulations Title 6, 9, and 504 require that agencies, which use federal revenue, not discriminate on the basis of race, creed, national origin, sex or handicap.  When considering serious punishment such as corporal punishment, suspension or expulsion, the principal will take the following steps in order to protect the student's due process rights:

1.
Students will be given notice of the charges against them.

2.
Students will have an opportunity to present their side of the story.

3.
An explanation of the evidence will be given if the student denies the violation.

4.
The student may appeal the decision successively to the principal then to the superintendent.  Only long-term suspensions, expulsions or attendance credit decisions may be appealed to the Board of Education.

STUDENT RECORDS

The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents and students over 18 years of age ("eligible students") certain rights with respect to the student's education records. These rights are:

1. The right to inspect and review the student's education records. Parents or eligible students should submit to the school principal or appropriate school official a written request that identifies the record(s) they wish to inspect. The school official will make arrangements for access and notify the parent or eligible student of the time and place where the records may be inspected.

2. The right to request the amendment of the student's education records that the parent or eligible student believes are inaccurate, misleading or in violation of the student's privacy. Parents or eligible students should write the principal or appropriate official, clearly identify the part of the record they want changed and specify why it is inaccurate, misleading or in violation of the student's privacy. If the school decides not to amend the record as requested by the parent or eligible student, the school will notify the parent or eligible student of the decision and advise them of their right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment. Additional information regarding the hearing procedures will be provided to the parent or eligible student when notified of the right to a hearing.

3. The right to consent to disclosures of personally identifiable information contained in the student's education records, except to the extent that FERPA authorizes disclosure without consent. One exception, which permits disclosure without consent, is disclosure to school officials with legitimate educational interests. A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an education record in order to fulfill his or her responsibility as authorized by the district. Upon request, the school discloses education records without consent to officials of another school district in which a student seeks or intends to enroll.

4. The right to file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by the school to comply with the requirements of FERPA. Complaints should be directed to:

The district has determined that the following information regarding the district's students is not harmful or an invasion of privacy and therefore will release this information without first obtaining parental consent. If a parent, guardian, person acting as a student's parent in absence of a parent or guardian, or the student (if 18 or older) does not want the district to release the information listed below, they must notify the district in writing within ten (10) days of receiving this handbook.

The following information may be released without obtaining parental consent:

< Students in kindergarten through eighth grade -- Student's name; parent's name; date and place of birth; grade level; bus assignment; enrollment status (e.g., full-time or part-time); participation in school-based activities and sports; weight and height of members of athletic teams; dates of attendance; honors and awards received; artwork or coursework displayed by the district; most recent previous school attended; and photographs, videotapes, digital images and recorded sound unless such photographs, videotapes, digital images and recorded sound would be considered harmful or an invasion of privacy.

< High school and vocational school students -- Student's name; parent's name; address; telephone number; date and place of birth; grade level; bus assignment; enrollment status (e.g., full-time or part-time); participation in school-based activities and sports; weight and height of members of athletic teams; dates of attendance; degrees, honors and awards received; artwork or coursework displayed by the district; most recent previous school attended; and photographs, videotapes, digital images and recorded sound unless such photographs, videotapes, digital images and recorded sound would be considered harmful or an invasion of privacy. Pursuant to federal law, military recruiters and institutions of higher education may request and receive the names, addresses and telephone numbers of all high school students, unless their parents or guardians notify the school not to release this information. Please notify the district if you do not want this information released.
Disciplinary Actions

No group can function unless individuals are willing to accept rules of order.  Common sense and written rules are needed to further the school's educational goals.  In general, there are seven possible penalties for behavior, which disrupts the schools' function.  The principal or his designee may administer these penalties.

1. Loss of Privileges may include denial of hall passes, attendance at assemblies, school activities, etc.  It may also include being restricted to an assigned seat on bus, lunch, or in class.

2. Detention refers to a disciplinary "study hall" before, or after school.  Students will be isolated from school activity. Students must bring work to complete or detention teacher must assign student work. Students are not allowed to be on a computer.
3. Saturday school will be served on the first and third Saturday of each month from 8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m.

4. Lunch detention will be served during the student’s lunch period.  Students will report to the lunch detention table and remain seated until all students have received their lunch.  Students serving detention will then receive their lunch and return to the lunch detention table.  Students will not be able to interact with others students or be allowed to leave the table until the lunch bell rings.

5. In-School Suspension (ISS) is isolated suspension from the classroom.  Students will be required to work on class assignments, will eat lunch separately, and take breaks separately.  The student’s work on the class assignment must be acceptable to the appropriate teacher before the student satisfies requirements for ISS.  Disciplinary assignment to ISS may result in loss of field trip privileges. Students must report to the office as soon as they arrive at school when they as serving ISS.
6. Corporal Punishment will be given by the principal or principal designee.  The school requires that a report be filed and that a witness be present.  Parents should notify the principal at the beginning of school if a physical condition exists that would make this punishment seriously harmful to the student's health.  The principal may give three swats per day per student.  There will be like gender witnesses for students to receive swats.

7. Suspension is the most serious disciplinary action that can be taken by the principal.  It is fully documented in the student's permanent records.  Students whose presence poses a continuing danger to persons or property, or an ongoing disruption of the academic process may be immediately removed from school.  During suspension the student is not to be on school property or at school functions.  Suspensions interrupted due to inclement weather will be extended to include the next school days.  Suspension will only be used for serious or repeated behavior problems.  Suspension will result in loss of field trip privileges, Prom, and possibly Sr Trip.

8. Long Term Suspension - The principal may refer students to the superintendent of school for long term (11-90 days) suspension.  This referral will be made for chronic problems where the student has been suspended previously or have moved through every level of the discipline policy.

9. Expulsion from school requires action by the Board of Education.  In instances of very serious misbehavior the principal or superintendent would recommend this action to the Board.

Alcohol and Drugs

The Cabool R-V School Administration and Board of Education consider the possession of alcohol and drugs to be a serious offense.  The possession, sale, transfer, display of such items or pictures, or use of illegal drugs and paraphernalia, including legal and illegal drugs and paraphernalia, while on school premises or at a school-related function, is prohibited.

Students are expected to report to school in a drug-free condition except as specified.  (Students under a physician's care who require medication are allowed to bring the amount only for that day and leave it at the high school office for distribution.  (Students are not to carry any medication with them unless a physician's order states so.  A Doctors note must be supplied to the Principal’s office.)  All forms of beverage alcohol are included in the policy as are narcotics, depressants, stimulants, hallucinogens, cocaine, marijuana, and any other drugs, prescription or otherwise, which may impair the student's ability to perform in the academic setting.

This school will give the same consideration to persons with chemical dependency problems as it does to persons with health problems.  Seeking assistance for such problems will not jeopardize a student's continued education; whereas ongoing decreased performance, attendance, or behavior problems may do so.

Search and Seizure

Any car parked on school grounds by a student is subject to search by school officials when they have reasonable suspicion that weapons or other contraband may be present.  Student’s lockers are the property of the school district and may be searched at anytime.  All students are encouraged to place locks on their lockers in order to remove the possibility that someone may place something in their locker, or remove something from their locker, without their knowledge.  Students’ backpacks, purses, gym bags and other similar items are also subject to reasonable search at any time in order to protect the safety and welfare of other students.

The Safe Schools Act of 1996

All schools within the state of Missouri must follow certain statutes that deal with the safety of school grounds.  Possession, use, or transport of a weapon on school grounds is a violation of the Safe Schools Act of 1996 and requires student suspension.  The law defines a weapon as a “firearm, a cancelable firearm, a blackjack, an explosive weapon, a firearm silencer, a gas gun, a knife, knuckles, a machine gun, a projectile weapon, a rifle, a shotgun, a spring gun or a switchblade knife”.  It is noted that this is not an all-inclusive list of weapons.  Any item used to strike or inflict injury in any way can be considered a weapon.  All students found in possession, use or transport of weapons on school grounds will be suspended from school pending a hearing before the Cabool Board of Education.  The “no weapons zone” includes all school buildings, school busses, all parts of school property, and at any school related function or event (on or off school grounds).  

In a memo dated June 22, 1998, Missouri Attorney General Jeremiah Nixon wrote to Missouri school administrators, “Missouri law allows and I recommend that all children found with firearms on school property be detained by the juvenile authorities for up to 72 hours to undergo a thorough evaluation before being released”.  Cabool High School will follow Attorney General Nixon’s recommendation and all students found in possession of weapons will be handed over to juvenile authorities.  In accordance with federal law and the Safe Schools Act of Missouri, any student who brings or possesses a firearm or weapon may be suspended up to one calendar year.  The suspension may be modified due to extenuating circumstances or to comply with discipline of students with disabilities on a case-by-case basis upon recommendation by the Superintendent to the Board of Education.

Threats of bodily harm to a person or threats of harm to the school facility will also be taken very seriously.  For example, if a student says to another student or person on campus “I’m going to kill you”, or “I’m going to blow up the school”, law enforcement officials will be immediately contacted and that person will be taken into custody for evaluation.  In addition, that person can be suspended for up to 180 days or expelled from school permanently. 

Disciplinary Code

The Principal has discretion to interpret and modify penalties as circumstances merit.  The Principal may also move a student a step or more on the discipline code in serious violations.  A violation that is unlawful in respect to the city, country, state or federal governments may be referred to the proper authorities.

After School Detention – Students who are given after school detention must complete that time within five school days of the offense.  If the student fails to complete this time as assigned, it will be doubled and must be completed within 5 days.  If a student fails to complete the hours of after school detention, then it will result in suspension from school.  After school detention may be served in the Principal’s office, or in a tutoring session being held  after/before school by a teacher.  If the tutoring option is used, the student must provide the principal with a note from the teacher verifying the completion of the after school detention time.  If a student is suspended, they must still serve their after school detention within five days of returning to school

Notes on Sexual Harassment – Sexual harassment is often a difficult issue to resolve if there is not clear-cut evidence that the action has occurred.  If a student is a victim of sexual harassment it is important that they do the following things.  First of all – notify a staff member or the principal immediately of the event that you feel is sexual harassment.  Second, identify any people that were in the area that may serve as witnesses of the sexual harassment.  Third, if you are not quite sure that an event is sexual harassment – discuss it with your parents so that they can help you interpret the event.  Finally, school officials to keep may ask you a diary of events that you feel are harassment.  It is always important to keep track of the date, time and location of the sexual harassment and who was around that may serve as a witness to the event.   It is important that you make notes of the specific things that were said or done that you have interpreted as sexual harassment.  If the sexual harassment involves teacher sexual harassment of a student, contact the principal immediately.  Sexual harassment is a very serious issue.  Since it may result in criminal prosecution of the sexual harasser, it is extremely important that detail descriptions and notes of the events be taken.  (Revised October 13, 2003)

Student Extra-Curricular Activities

Drug Testing Policy

The Cabool R-IV Board of Education, in an effort to protect the health and safety of its students involved in extra-curricular activities from illegal drug use and abuse or injuries resulting from the use of drugs, thereby setting an example for all other students of the Cabool R-IV School District, adopts the following policy for drug testing of students participating in extra-curricular activities.

1. Statement Of Purpose And Intent

a. It is the desire of the Board of Education, administration, and staff that every student in the Cabool R-IV School District refrain from using, possessing, or distributing illegal drugs and alcohol.  The sanctions of this policy relate solely to limiting the opportunity of any student in violation of this policy to participate in extra-curricular activities.  This policy is intended to supplement and complement all other policies, rules, and regulations of the Cabool R-IV School District regarding possession or use of illegal drugs and alcohol.

b. Participation in school sponsored extra-curricular activities at the Cabool R-IV School District is a privilege.  Accordingly, students in these activities carry a responsibility to themselves, their fellow students, their parents, and their school to set  the highest possible examples of conduct, which includes avoiding the use or possession of illegal drugs and alcohol. 

c. The purpose of this policy is to prevent illegal use of drugs and to strive within the Cabool R-IV School District for an environment free of illegal drug use and abuse.  The sanctions of this policy relate solely to limiting the opportunity of any student found to be in violation of this policy to participate in extra-curricular activities.  There will be no academic sanction for violation of this policy, except to the extent that if a violation of this policy would also constitute violation of the District’s discipline policy.  If the discipline drug policy is violated, the student will be subject to the penalties of the discipline policy and the violation will also be counted as a violation of the “Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing policy.”

d. Illegal drug use of any kind is incompatible with participation in extra-curricular activities of the Cabool R-IV School District.  For the safety, health and well being of the students of the Cabool R-IV School District, the Cabool R-IV School District has adopted this policy for use by all students participating in extra-curricular activities in grades 9-12.

2. Definitions

a. “Extra Curricular Activities” means those extra activities that take place outside the regular academic course of study in school.  The students involved in those activities will be reflected in the “Club & Activities Rosters”, finalized September 20th of each year, and the “MSHSAA Academic and Athletic Eligibility Master Rosters”.   Other students may be added to the list of extra curricular activities as additional activities are organized, for example, the school play, quiz bowl teams, etc.  These students will be added to the Club and Activities Rosters and placed in the random sample pool during the next regular scheduled test.

b. “Drug Use Test” means a scientifically substantiated method to test for the presence of illegal drugs, alcohol, or the metabolites thereof in a person’s system.

c. “Illegal Drugs” means any substance that an individual may not sell, possess, use, distribute, or purchase under either Federal or Missouri Law.  “Illegal Drugs” includes, but is not limited to, all scheduled drugs as defined by Missouri Law, all prescription drugs obtained without authorization, and all prescribed and over-the counter drugs being used for an abusive purpose, as well as alcohol

d. “Positive,” when referring to a drug test administered under this policy means a toxicological test result which is considered to demonstrate the presence of an illegal drug or the metabolites thereof using the standards customarily established by the testing laboratory administering the drug use test.

e. “Reasonable Suspicion” means a suspicion based on specific personal observations concerning the appearance, speech, or behavior of a participating student, and reasonable inferences drawn from those observations in the light of experience.  Information provided by a reliable source, if based on personal knowledge, shall constitute reasonable suspicion.

3. Procedure

a. Each student in extra-curricular activities shall receive copies of the “Student Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Policy” and “Student Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Consent Form” which shall be read, signed and dated by the student, parent and/or guardian.  Students must turn in the “Student Extra-Curricular Activities Testing Consent” form to the high school office by October 1st (November 1st for the year 2002).  Any student who does not turn in the required forms by October 1st will not be eligible to participate in any extra-curricular activities during the remainder of that month.  Students may regain eligibility in these matters by turning in their drug testing forms after October 1st, however, they will not regain eligibility to participate until the 1st day of the month following their completion and submission of the drug testing consent form.  Transfer students will be placed in the testing pool when they complete and submit the “Student Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Consent Form” and their name is added to the MSHSAA Master Roster or Club and Activities Roster.

b. Students will be required to provide oral fluid drug samples as follows:

i. Each month, September thru May, twenty (20) students will be selected from a random selection basis from the list of all students participating in extra-curricular activities. 

ii. At any time required based on reasonable suspicion to be tested for illegal drugs.

c. Any drug use test required by the Cabool R-IV School District under the terms of the policy will be administered by or at the direction of a professional laboratory chosen by the Cabool R-IV School District using scientifically validated toxicological methods.  The professional laboratory shall be required to have detailed written specifications to assure chain of custody of the specimens, proper laboratory control, and scientific testing.

d. All aspects of the drug-testing program, including the taking of specimens, will be conducted so as to safeguard the personal and privacy rights of students to the maximum degree possible.    The test specimen shall be obtained in a manner designed to minimize intrusiveness of the procedure.  If at any time during the testing procedure the monitor has reason to believe or suspect that a student is tampering with the specimen, the monitor may stop the procedure and inform the principal who will then determine if a new sample should be obtained.

e. If the initial drug test is positive, the initial test result will then be subject to confirmation by a second and different test of the same specimen.  The second test will use gas chromatography/mass spectrometry technique.  A specimen shall not be reported positive unless the second test utilizing the gas chromatography/mass spectrometry procedure is positive for the presence of an illegal drug or the metabolites thereof.

f. If the gas chromatography/mass spectrometry test for any student has a positive result, the laboratory will contact the school administrator, who in turn will contact the parents or guardians and solicit any information on medication that would create a positive test.   The Principal will contact the student and the student’s parents or guardians, and schedule a conference.  At the conference, the principal will solicit any explanation of the positive result.  Once a positive test result is determined by the principal, the student will become ineligible to participate in any extra-curricular activity.

g. If the student asserts that the positive test results are caused by other than consumption of an illegal drug, then the student will be given an opportunity to present evidence in writing to the Principal.  The Cabool R-IV School District will rely on the opinion of the laboratory which performed the confirmation test, and a the medical review officer in determining whether the positive test result was produced by other than consumption of an illegal drug.  The Principal will make a final decision within five (5) working days of the confirmation of the test.

h. This decision may be appealed in writing to the Cabool R-IV School District’s Superintendent within five (5) working days.  The Superintendent will make a written decision within five (5) working days.

i. The decision of the Superintendent may be appealed in writing to the Cabool R-IV Board of Education within five (5) working days.  Policy and Regulation 2662 of the Cabool R-IV School District’s rules and regulations will be followed in case of an appeal.

j. A student who has tested positive and removed from activities, will be required to undergo one or more additional drug tests to determine whether the student is no longer using illegal drugs before he or she may rejoin the extra-curricular activities.  The Cabool R-IV School District will rely on the opinion of the laboratory which performed or analyzed the additional drug use test in determining whether a positive result in the additional drug test was produced by illegal used by the student which caused the first positive result or by more recent use.  The cost of the retest will be the obligation of the student or the parent or custodial guardian.

k. All parents or guardians of students who tested negative in the initial screening will be contacted by personnel of the Cabool R-IV School District within five (5) days after testing.

4. Violation - Any student who tests positive in a drug use test under this policy shall be subject to the following restrictions:

a. For the first offense, the student shall be suspended from participation in all extra-curricular activities including all meetings, practices, performances, and competitions, for 9 weeks (63 days).  During this time, it is recommended that the parent/guardian obtain a substance abuse evaluation and education/counseling for the student.  Students will be referred to the At Risk Counselor for counseling and the Student Assistance Team (SAT) at the High School level.

b. For the second offense, the student shall be suspended from participation in all extra-curricular activities including all meetings, practices, performances, and competition for 52 continuous and successive weeks from the date of the initial report of the second offense as stated in paragraph 3.f of this policy.  Students will be referred to the At Risk Counselor for counseling and the Student Assistance Team (SAT) at the High School level.

c. For the third offense, the student shall be suspended from participation in all extra-curricular activities including all meetings, practices, performances, and competition for the length of the student’s enrollment at the Cabool R-IV School District from the date of the initial report of the third offense as stated in paragraph 3.f of this policy.  Students will be referred to the At Risk Counselor for counseling and the Student Assistance Team (SAT) at the High School level.

5. Refusal To Submit To Drug Use Test

If a student involved in extra-curricular activities refuses to submit to a drug test authorized under this policy, such student shall be ineligible to participate in any extra-curricular activities including all meetings, practices, performances, and competitions for 26 weeks, and until such time that a drug test has been administered and passed.  After the 26 weeks, the participating student shall again be subject to the Cabool R-IV School Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing policy.

Any student who has a positive initial test and refuses to complete the required paperwork for a confirmation test will be treated as a refusal to submit to testing.

The Cabool R-IV Board of Education, in an effort to protect the health and safety of its students involved with extra-curricular activities from illegal drug use and abuse or injuries resulting from the use of drugs, thereby setting an example for all other students of the Cabool R-IV School District, has adopted the “Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Policy” for drug testing of students participating in extra-curricular activities.

General Authorization Form

I also authorize the Cabool R-IV School District to conduct a test on a fluid specimen, which I provide to test for drugs and/or alcohol use.  I also authorize the release of information concerning the results of such a test to the Cabool R-IV School District and to the parents and/or guardians of the students.

STUDENT ATHLETIC SECTION
Introduction

Welcome to the Cabool athletic program.  Hopefully, your decision to take advantage of this portion of our co-curricular program will be educational, rewarding and challenging.  The athletic department encourages you to take advantage of as many programs as your time and talent will permit.  WE DO NOT ENCOURAGE SPECIALIZATION IN ONE SPORT; RATHER, WE WOULD ENCOURAGE YOU TO EXPERIENCE A VARIETY OF SPORTS AS WELL AS OTHER SCHOOL ACTIVITIES.  Naturally, due to conflicts in seasons, practice times, schedules, etc., some choices will have to be made by you.  Good luck to you as you strive to grow emotionally, mentally, socially and physically through competitive athletics.

Philosophy

We believe that interscholastic athletics shall supplement the secondary curricular program, and as such becomes a vital part of a student’s total educational experience.  These experiences contribute to the development of learning skills and emotional patterns that enable the student to make maximum use of his or her education.  

Goal Statement

The interscholastic athletic program provides an opportunity for maximum development of the gifted performer.  Therefore, the interscholastic athletic program is not intended for participation by all students, but rather for those who are physically and emotionally capable of highly skilled competition.  The objective of the athletic program is to win within the spirit of the rules.

The Student Athlete

The privilege you have won to be a part of an interscholastic athletic team at Cabool Schools is a true extension of your work in the classroom.  We hope you will benefit as much from your athletic experiences as you do from academic challenges.

Student participation in any part of our athletic program is a privilege which carries with it responsibilities to the school, to the activity, to the student body, the community and to the student himself.  The participation will help to develop the student physically, mentally, socially and emotionally.

Everyone involved in our programs must constantly strive for good sportsmanship.  The positive values learned on the playing field now will last a lifetime.  Therein is the educational value of high school athletics.

As an athlete, you are constantly in the public eye.  Many people look to your display on and off the field as a source of community pride.  Many young people in our school look to you as a role model.  The example you provide is seen as the standard of behavior that is accepted by everyone associated with our program and school.  

Alcohol/Drug Prevention Program

The relationship may not be obvious, but it is painfully real.  Our society has chosen to evolve into one of violence and widespread alcohol, tobacco, and other drug use.  What is accepted as normal has shifted dramatically, and what was once unthinkable is now commonplace.

Consequences of Chemical Abuse

During the school year or during the season of practice, play or rehearsal, regardless of the quality, a student shall not have in possession or use a beverage containing alcohol; use tobacco, or use or consume, have in possession, buy, sell or give away marijuana or any substance defined by law as a drug.

(The following are only minimum guidelines.  All school disciplinary action as outlined previous will also be enforced.)

Tobacco Substances

1. First Violation Penalty:  The student will lose eligibility for a minimum of 40% of the varsity level of the competitive season, in which the student is a participant.  The student must meet all other team obligations.

2. Second Violation Penalty:  The student shall lose eligibility for the remainder of the season.    

Alcoholic Beverages

1. First Violation Penalty:  The student/athlete will lose eligibility for a minimum of 40% of the varsity level of the competitive season, in which the student is a participant.  The student must meet all other team obligations.  The student must complete 10 hours of drug/alcohol counseling before they can participate in further athletic competition.

2. Second Violation Penalty:  The student will lose eligibility for the season beginning from the date of the violation

Mood-Altering Chemicals

1. First Violation Penalty:  The student will lose eligibility for a minimum of 40% of the varsity level competitive season.  The student must meet all other team obligations.  The student must undergo ten hours of drug/alcohol counseling before they can participate in further athletic competition.

2. Second Violation Penalty:  the student will lose eligibility for the remainder of the season beginning from the date of the violation.

Violations Occurring In Two Different Categories

If the second violation occurs in a different category than the first violation, then the assessment of the penalty will fall in the more severe of the two categories.  

Cabool R-IV School District Student Extra-Curricular Activities Drug Testing Policy 

Care of Equipment

In order to give the student athlete a sense of responsibility and an appreciation of their equipment, each will be held accountable for the abuse or loss of it.  Any equipment lost or stolen must be paid for by the student in whose name it was checked out.

The following guideline, if followed, will reduce the chances for lost or stolen equipment.

1. Do not exchange or loan any of the equipment checked out to you to another teammate.  If exchange is warranted, clear it with the coach.

2. Except when you are in visual contact, keep your locker closed and LOCKED at all times.  This includes when you are in the shower.

3. Any loss of equipment should be reported immediately to the head coach.

4. Any protective equipment that does not fit properly or that has any defective parts should be reported to a coach immediately.  This is for your protection.

5. It is against the MSHSAA regulations to sell or rent any equipment to individuals.  The athletic department of CHS strictly adheres to the regulation.  Any equipment you may see out of the school environment does not belong to the individual(s).   Please report any such violations to a coach or the athletic administrator.  By doing so, you are not only helping the athletic department, but also the individual who must pay for the stolen item.

Student Participation Fee 

To help pay for the programs listed below, students shall be assessed the following fees if they plan participation in the programs.

Cross Country, Football, Basketball, Baseball, Volleyball,                   $15.00 per sport not to exceed

Track, Golf, Cheerleading Fall/Winter                                                   $30.00 per student per year

The fee must be paid at the principal’s office before the first practice or the student will be ineligible to participate.

All fees, fines, lunch bills etc. must be paid prior to participation.

If the student drops or is dropped from the sport before the first game, the student will be

given a full refund.

Basic Guidelines for Participation

1. Students are not allowed to be penalized for choosing one school sponsored activity over another.  Students have a choice of which activity to attend.

2. A student who has gone out for a sport but quits of his/her own choice, will not be eligible to start practicing for another sport before the end of the competition in the sport that was dropped; unless the head coach (of the sport that was dropped) signs a release and the head coach of the new sport involved accepts the athlete.  Written permission for this exception must also be given by the athletic director. Every athlete should understand this policy.
3. If it is necessary to be absent from practice, the student is expected to obtain permission from the head coach prior to the scheduled practice.  Please make every effort to contact the head coach in the case of an emergency.

4. Students must be in attendance a minimum of four hours to participate in scheduled practice for the day.  A student must be in attendance for the entire day in order to participate in any scheduled contest.  Exceptions, due to valid extenuating circumstances, shall be granted only through the principal.

5. Students must meet the Cabool Schools Academic Standards For Participation In Extra-Curricular Activities – Page 17
Miscellaneous

1. Expulsion from any program shall take place only after just cause is given to the building principal by the coach.

2. Students serving Out of School Suspension will not be allowed to practice, travel, or participate until the day after the suspension is served.

3. All coaches and sponsors will maintain accurate and complete accident documentation records and absentee records.

4. All student athletes must have a valid up to date physical filed in the athletic office prior to participation in that sport.
Cabool High School Athletic Lettering Policy

Cross County – Must participate in 2/3 of matches and/or run at districts and finish the season in good standings.

Golf – Must participate in 60 % of matches and/or Conference and District meets and finish the good season in good standings.

        Football- Must participate in 1/2 quarters played and finish the season in good standings.

Volleyball- Must participate in ½ of the games and finish the season in good standings
Basketball– Must participate in 1/2 of quarters played and finish the season in good standings.

Track – Must score 40 points during the regular season or place top 5 at district and finish the season in good standings.

Baseball – Must participate in 1/2 of games and finish the season in good standings.

*Any Senior in good standing that has played the sport in previous years may be eligible to letter regardless of games played or matches competed in.
Athletic Discipline Code

All offenses referred to the principal and or the athletic director will be handled in compliance with the Student Discipline Code as out lined in this handbook.  The Principal has discretion to interpret and modify penalties as circumstances merit.  The Principal may also move a student a step or more on the discipline code in serious violations.  A violation that is unlawful in respect to the city, county, state or federal governments will be referred to the proper authorities.

A conference with the student and/or parents is always preferred to improve student behavior.

Athletic Participation Form

All students involved in athletics will complete a Missouri State High School Athletic Association Participation Certification form prior to the first practice session.  The appropriate athletic coach shall keep all cards on file for the current season and then file them with the Athletic Director.

Interscholastic Activities

Cabool High School is a member of the South Central Association of high schools known as SCA.  Conference activities in which CHS participates include football, basketball, track, volleyball, golf, instrumental music, vocal music speech, and industrial arts.  Cabool High School is also a member of the Missouri State High School Activities Association.  Being a member of this organization entitles our school to participate in district and state competition.  All participants must meet the MSHSAA ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS.  These requirements will be explained before each season by each coach or sponsor.  

Participation in any interscholastic activity is a privilege offered students and not a right.  Students who do not follow the rules of the school and the laws of the community will not be allowed to participate.  All students representing the school in a capacity must conduct themselves in a polite and courteous manner.  Students who have misrepresented themselves at school or during an activity will be subject to suspension from participation in activities representing the school.

The school district requires that a student be covered with medical insurance before being allowed to practice or compete in interscholastic sports for the school.  Insurance forms will be sent home at the beginning of the school year.  Regular insurance forms need to mailed directly to the insurance company.  The insurance will cover all students during the school day and extra-curricular activities except for football players.  Football insurance forms will be handed out by the head football coach and need to be returned to him.

All students representing the school in athletics must conduct themselves in a sportsmanlike manner.  Unsportsmanlike behavior of players or fans will not be tolerated and will be considered poor citizenship.  All athletes must conduct themselves according to rules established by the Athletic Director and coaches.

Students must be in school all day in order to participate in any extra-curricular activity.  Exceptions due to valid extenuating circumstances shall be granted only through the principal.  Students must be in attendance one half day to participate in team practice.

Transportation to all school-sponsored activities is provided.  Teams and groups will use this transportation to and from the designated activity.  The sponsor must be contacted personally by the student’s parent or guardian if a student is not returning with the group.  This change in transportation must be documented in writing.

Spectator Behavior & Sportsmanship

Purpose of the Presentation

The purpose is to make students aware that:

· The unacceptable behavior witnessed at various sporting events at all levels must be altered.

· Concern over unacceptable fan behavior is shared by the superintendent, board of education, teachers, parents and many students.

· Programs that foster continued poor behavior may be dropped.

· After-school programs are an extension of the regular school day with all school rules and regulations in effect.

· The school’s reputation should not be placed in jeopardy because of unsportsmanlike behavior.

· School administrators are present to inform all students of the school’s expectations of spectators at all future after-school events.

What is expected in General

· Students in attendance at after-school events are expected to have fun by demonstrating positive enthusiasm without causing harm, danger, or embarrassment to others or to the school.
· Students are to follow all rules that are in effect during the school day at after-school events.  (Use of controlled substances, swearing, fighting, etc.)
· Students are to demonstrate common sense—respect toward fellow students, opponents, players, coaches and officials.
· Students are to police their own ranks and demand proper behavior from fellow students.  One’s individual behavior can affect the total group.
· Students are expected to demonstrate respect and pride for the school
What is Specifically Expected

· During the National Anthem, students are to face the flag, not to talk, listen to the public address announcer for instructions to sing or not, and to remain still until the end of the anthem

· Proper language is to be used.  No swearing or language which is offensive to others will be tolerated.  Sports events are a family activity. Individual and group vulgarity is unacceptable, as is verbal harassment and booing of players, coaches and officials.

· Obscene gestures are unacceptable.

· Dangerous and boisterous behavior, such as pushing, shoving or fighting and passing of students, is not acceptable.

· The throwing of objects, even toilet paper, at fellow spectators, band members, cheerleaders, officials, players, or onto the playing surface, is unacceptable, and could result in an injury or the team being penalized by the game official.

· Respect is the key to good sportsmanship.  Opponents should be respected.  They are not enemies, but fellow teenagers who happen to attend other schools.

· Be modest and humble in victory or defeat.  It is easy to be a good winner and difficult to show class when you lose.

· Acknowledge good plays by both teams.  

· Be concerned with anyone who is injured.  Give concerned applause when an injured athlete is aided from the field.  

· Work together with cheerleaders for positive chants and avoid obscene, degrading or elitist cheers—when you participate in an elitist cheer, you give support to an elitist image.

Integrity

· More than anything else in this world, I wish to have integrity.  More than money, more than prestige, more than power…I seek integrity.  What is this thing I seek?

· At its root, the word means unity or wholeness.  An integer is a whole number – one that isn’t divided into fractions.  To integrate is to blend all ingredients.

· A person of integrity if Unified – not divided.  This person does not say one thing and do another.  A person of integrity is at peace within and displays serenity without.

· A person of integrity is whole – not lacking any ingredient.  This person has a boldness to try and the compassion to comfort, the patience to wait, the persistence to endure, and the poise to give in.

· The person of integrity knows that honor is more than honesty.  This person realizes that honor means doing not only what the person is legally obligated to do but also what the person is morally required to do.

· Thus, the person of integrity has a highly developed conscience… and listens to it, having the courage to act on convictions.

· The persons of integrity, in other words, are obedient to the unenforceable.  No one forces a choice of a code of conduct that is a cut above the norm…it is done anyway.  No one makes the person of integrity obey the conscience…it is done anyway.  

· That is the person each seeks to be, but is not yet, and may never fully be.

“Standard Complaint Resolution Procedure For No Child Left Behind Act Programs”

This complaint resolution procedure applies to all Federal programs administered by the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education under the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB).

A complaint is a formal allegation that a specific federal or state law or regulation has been violated, misapplied, or misinterpreted by school district personnel or by Department of Education personnel.

Any parent or guardian, surrogate parent, teacher, administrator, school board member, or other person directly involved with an activity, program, or project operated under the general supervision of the Department may file a complaint.  Such complaint must be in writing and signed; it will provide specific details of the situation and indicate the law or regulation that is allegedly being violated, misapplied, or misinterpreted.

The written, signed complaint must be filed and the resolution pursued in accordance with local district policy to the Superintendent of Cabool Schools or Cabool R-IV Board President at Cabool Schools, 1025 Rogers Street, Cabool, Missouri, 65689.

If the issue cannot be resolved at the local level, the complainant may file a complaint with the Missouri Department of Education.  If there is no evidence that the parties have attempted in good faith to resolve the complaint at the local level, the Department may require the parties to do so and may provide technical assistance to facilitate such resolution.

Any persons directly affected by the actions of the Department may file a similarly written complaint if they believe state or federal laws or regulations have been violated, misapplied, or misinterpreted by the Department itself.

Anyone wishing more information about this procedure or how complaints are resolved may contact local district or Department personnel.

“Parents Right To Know”

The Cabool R-IV district is required to inform you of certain information that you, according to The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 (Public Law 107-110), have the right to know.

Upon your request, our district is required to provide to you in a timely manner, the following information:

*Whether the teacher has met state qualification and licensing criteria for the grade levels and subject areas in which the teacher provides instruction.

*Whether the teacher is teaching under emergency or other provisional status through which state qualification or licensing criteria have been waived.

*Whether your child is provided services by paraprofessionals and, if so, their qualifications.

*What baccalaureate degree major the teacher has and any other graduate certification or degree held by the teacher, and the field of discipline of the certification.

In addition to the information that parents may request, districts must provide to each individual parent:
